  Considered one of the best wineries in Rioja, Valdemar’s history stretches back to the 1880s.  
This white wine is a floral, fruit-forward blend of 80% Viura, 15% Malvasia, and 5% Tempranillo Blanco,  

sourced from vineyards in Rioja Alavesa and Rioja Alta. 

Apple blossom aromas lead into flavours of pear, lemon, and honeydew melon. Zesty acidity is balanced  
by time spent on lees to create a wine that is simultaneously fresh and complex with a persistent finish.

2018 Ruggabellus ‘Sallio’ Eden Valley, S.A. (V), (C)                     22 ⋅ 54 

  More or less equal parts semillon, muscat and riesling from old vines, spends an average of three and  

a half days on skins & rests on lees for a year, unfiltered so expect it to be cloudy.  

The palate is chalky, tight and refreshing but shows depth too. Bergamot tea, marmalade,  
caramelised apple. Wild edged and delicious. Complex, energetic, elegant but balanced.

2019 Xinomavro, Kir-Yianni 'Ramnista' Naoussa, Macedonia, Greece (C)       29 ⋅ 71 

  This ancient indigenous red grape variety, Xinomavro, is sustainably grown on the lush green 

 foothills of Mount Vermio in the Naoussa sub region of Macedonia, Northern Greece.  

Aromatic and textured, this light to medium bodied wine shows baked cherries, plum & white pepper  
with a long, fine grain tannin finish.

  Dom Pérignon is vintage champagne only. Each vintage is a creation, singular and unique, that  

expresses both the character of the year, and the character of Dom.  
 

2018  Chardonnay, Mac Forbes ‘Woori Yallock’ Yarra Valley, Vic. (C)        34 ⋅ 84 
 

  Coming from a small, south facing, single vineyard ‘the School House Block’. Hand-picked grapes  

fermented in old oak barrels with wild yeasts has created a very poised, integrated wine.  

  At five years of age, this wine is now sitting in that perfect drinking window, with lovely secondary  

characteristics of baked apple, camomile and pie crust, gliding effortlessly across the palate. 
 

2017 Semillon, little Frances, Luchsinger Vineyard,  

Lake County, Northern California, USA. (C)         26 ⋅ 63 

Lake County rises high above the north end of the Napa Valley, over the Mayacamas Mountain range.  

Warm summer days are moderated by the cooling mass of Clear Lake - California's largest natural lake.  

Since 2012, Little Frances has sourced Semillon from a single vineyard owned and tended by three  

generations of the Luchsinger family.  

Straw coloured with a bright lime and dried hay aroma. Crisp peach gives way to a long lemon-toned finish.  

Balancing youthful freshness and matured complexity in a way that is so incredibly special for Semillon.

   Rosé made from 100% organic & biodynamically grown Syrah. Fermented and aged for twelve months  

in qvevri (egg-shaped clay vessels designed to be buried underground) and old French oak, both of which  

bring intriguing textures to this wine.  

With refreshing mineral driven acidity, the palate shows exotic spices interwoven with pomegranate and  

raspberry, flavours, that continue through an extraordinarily long finish. 
 

2019 Pinot Noir, Torch Bearer ‘èse’ Coal River Valley, Tas. (C)        38 ⋅ 93 
 

 A north facing single vineyard, Biodynamically managed with pioneering sustainable farming practices.  

Hand-picked and aged in French oak, this is an elegant, well-structured and complex pinot noir.  

Juicy plum, ripe black cherry, with some savoury spices. 
 

2022 Langhe Nebbiolo, G.D. Vajra, Piedmont, Italy (C)         30 ⋅ 75 
 

 The fruit is hand-picked from the younger vines on their estate holdings across Barolo, Novello, Sinio and  

Bricco Bertone, ranging from 7-25 years of age. The grapes are picked in the early hours of the morning to 

 keep them cool and maintain as many of the wonderfully fresh aromatics as possible.

Wine Makers: Kyle Egle and Jonny Cook 

 

 

The fresh-faced Kyle Egle and Jonny Cook may be new to the ranks of McLaren Vale producers, but the duo 
already have 20 vintages under their collective belt. They have worked at a range of Vale producers in their 
young careers, with Egle now at Ryecroft and Cook in the cellar at Wirra Wirra. Mates since high school the 
pair started Saltfleet as a creative collaboration utilising small parcels of premium fruit to craft regionally 
typical styles, by blending a hands-off approach with their scientific understanding of the processes involved. 
More than that, at every stage of establishing Saltfleet, they want to create something that contributes to the 
future of the region they call home, McLaren Vale. 

 

Underpinning the wines is their belief that quality of fruit is everything and that the results should clearly 
display the expression of the site and sub-region. So it makes sense that high quality organic and sustainably 
farmed vineyards are the fruit they source, with old vine material in Blewitt Springs, including the MMAD 
vineyard, core to the project. 

 

Early press has been very positive and recognised the balance of regional typicity, fruit quality and 
drinkability the range offers. Saltfleet are certainly a new star to watch ascend among the classic names of 
McLaren Vale.

Amber & Amphora
 

Amber wine, also known as orange wine, is a type of wine made from white wine grapes.   In typical  

white wine production, the grape skins are removed, whereas with amber wine production the skin is  

left in contact with the juice for days or even months. The skins contain colour pigment, phenols and  

tannins, this gives amber wine its colour, flavour, & texture. 

Amphora, experiencing a renaissance across the globe, these clay vessels predate wooden barrels by  

6,000 years. Clay can be thought of as a middle ground between steel and oak. Like oak, clay is porous,  

so it does allow for some oxygen giving the wine a deep and rich texture, but like steel it’s a neutral  

material that won’t impart any additional flavours.

Fermentation with  

indigenous yeasts & skin maceration for approximately 4 days. It is beautifully pure for a natural wine,  

with aromas and flavours of guava, quince & yellow apple.
